The Wine

Our 2896 Langley is truly an exceptional wine. It bears our signature 
2016 not only marks the 25th anniversary of Bowers Harbor Vineyards; 
it also is only the second time in those 25 years that we have produced 
our exceptional “Selection S”. Years of growing, harvesting, fermenting, 
blending, and aging have produced the kind of expertise that enables us 
to bring you a Bordeaux style blend with distinct character and depth. 
The 2016 growing year brought extraordinary conditions for cultivating 
grapes, resulting in wines with excellent body. This wine is intended to 
age. We suggest a minimum of 4 years, with the wine maturing nicely 
over 12 – 14 years.

 The Grapes

All the grapes in our Selection S are grown on our estate 
in the Langley vineyard, named for our proprietors’ beloved 
father and grandfather. A combination of three of the varietals 
grown in the Bordeaux region of France, our Cabernet Franc, 
Merlot, and Cabernet Sauvignon are carefully blended to 
obtain the optimal balance of fruit, weight, body, acid and 
tannin. The magic of blending allows each grape’s distinctive 
characteristics to express themselves, with the counterbalance 
of the other varietals keeping the wine in perfect proportion, 
particularly as the wine ages.
