 The Grapes

Winston is a traditional Bordeaux-style blend comprised of 
50% Merlot and 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, the two primary 
red grapes in the Horse Heaven Hills (WA) Appellation. This 
area is one of Washington’s warmer growing regions, allowing 
a lengthy enough growing season for Cabernet Sauvignon to 
attain full maturity. The blending of these two varietals allows for a beautiful 
symbiosis of flavor compounds, acidity and tannin. With the subsequent 
aging in toasted French Oak barrels, the character of this wine offers 
complexity, rich depth, and potential for aging.
